SOLDIERSf HOME, July 11. -- Notice has been received by the kljutant
of the death of ~~illiam F. bradley, a member of the Home, who went to
Santa Ana a f~ days ago for the purpose of undergoing a su@ical
operation at ~octor Gordonts hospital.

Bradley, who was admitted to the Home from Tombstone, &izona,
on April 6, 1904, had been employed in the Post Office here, for the
past two years, as Money Order and Registry Clerk, and was highly
esteemed by those who knew him. Although he was suffering foryoars
from some internal trouble,  veteran patrons of the Post Office never
received othersthan  patient and kindly attention, while he was on
duty. He was a member of Tombstone Lodge, I. O. 0. F., and of
Burnside Post G. A. R. in that city, and of the A. O. U. W.

Frok veterans who knew him during his long residence in ~rizona~
it is learned that ?radley was popular among the citizens of
Tombston6. For twenty years consecutively he served Cochise County
variously, as County Clerk, County ‘ecorder and as Probate Judge.
He was for a“term Assistant Postmaster of ~ombstone.~
