Coloradoc mine, near Arivaca, in Nevember.

Marched with the company to Mesilla on the Rio Grande in December
and stationed there untlil March, 1863; was at El Paso, Texas,

in April and May and then marched to Fort MoRae, N. M., where
he was stationed from July 1883 to January 31, 1864, when he
reenlisted; was transferred to Company H, same regiment, in

May, 1864 and joined the company at Fort Craig, N. M.; promoted
Corporal 3eptember 1, 1864; transferred to Company B, lst
Battallon, California Veteran Infantry, in December, and promoted
Sergeant May 1, 1865; went with the company from Port Cralg te
Fort Wingate, H. M., where he deserted in May, 1866; apprehended
at El Paso on July 1 and returned to Albuquerque, N. M., where

he was held in confinement until November 15, 1868, when he was

turned over to the Marshall; there is a notation in George Hand's
dlary that he was killed on the road from Yuma to Tucson in 1872,
