Drug Billed As Aphrodisiac 
Taken In Book Store Raid

FORT LAUDERDALE—“ Rush”
—described as a drug—is being sold in 
some area adult book stores as an 
aphrodisiac, sheriff’s agents said yes­
terday following a series of raids on 
eight alleged porno shops.

Meanwhile, a disagreement has de­
veloped over what “ Rush” is.

Sheriff’s agents say it’s Amyl Ni­
trate, a prescription drug.

Officials of a San Francisco firm 
that has been distributing “ Rush” 
nationwide say it is not Amyl Nitrate, 
but another chemical that does not 
require prescriptions.

Eight adult book store employees 
say “ Rush” is what they got when 
agents hustled them off to county jail 
on charges of dispensing the substance.

“ As far as we’re concerned “ Rush” 
and Amyl Nitrate are the same sub­
stance,” a spokesman for the Broward 
County Sheriff’s Department’s Or­
ganized Crime Division said. “ Our 
chemists reported an analysis of both 
chemicals showed them to be the 
same.”

Agents said “ Rush” sold in a small 
bottle marked “ caution,” made its 
appearance in Broward County about 
a month ago and was promoted as a 
“ new high.”

Agents said adult book store oper­
ators sold “ Rush” to undercover 
Reprinted from SUN-SENTINEL, Wednesday, Feb.

agents with instructions to inhale its 
vapors during the sex act.

The fancy package, also featuring 
expensive inhaling devices, is apparent­
ly geared to the swinging set. known to 
use Amyl Nitrate as a sex aide.

Amyl Nitrate was sold openly—like 
aspirin—until 1969 when the FDA 
determined that it was frequently being 
used for sexual stimulation. It is des­
cribed as dangerous for persons with 
glaucoma, head traumas, and cerebral 
hemorrhage.

Instructions printed on the “ Rush” 
bottle caution the user against inhaling 
the contents.

“ It’s pretty obvious how. it’s being 
sold,” the spokesman said. “ Our peo­
ple were sold the inhaling devices as its 
only means of use.”

The inhaling devices, each with a 
wick that is dipped into a liquid, come 
in different styles and sell for $6 to S30, 
agents said.

“ Rush,” they said, sells for $6. 
Single ampuls, believed to be “ Rush”, 
or straight Amyl Nitrate, sell for $1.25 
each.

At the eight book stores, including 
one in Hollywood, agents confiscated 
quantities of “ Rush” in open view.

“ We didn’t have search warrants, so 
we couldn’t look in store rooms,” one 
agent said. “ There’s no telling how 
much stuff we had to leave behind.”

Broward County Sheriff’s Depart­
ment today was forced to return 
all stocks of RUSH LIQUID IN­

saying: “One snort during sex 
will give you the greatest trip you 
ever had!”

Miami, disclosed that RUSH LIQ­
UID INCENSE was not amyl ni­
trite, but contained a similar non­
prescription chemical. Since the 
actual formula does not contain 

ly prescription drug, the Brow- 
d County State’s Atlorney’s of­

fice have indicated that they will 
dismiss all charges. There has 
been a large upsurge in recent 
years in the non-medicinal use of 
amyl nitrite for its alleged aphro- 
desiac effect. Store owners report­
ed that, as a result of the large 
amount of publicity surrounding 
the raid, demand for the product 
has been extremely heavy.

A spokesman for the manufac­
turer, Pacific Western Distribut­
ing Corp. in San Francisco stated: 
“The product is definitely not be­
ing sold for its aphrodesiac effect, 
it is offered only as a Liquid In­
cense — a room odorizer.” The 
spokesman further stated, “All 
vendors have been cautioned not 
to offer RUSH as an aphrodesiac. 
To offer RUSH for direct inhala­
tion would be a clear violation of 
the Federal Drug laws. This 
company will absolutely refuse to 
ship RUSH to anyone who is es­
tablished to be promoting misuse 
of the product.”

While we understand that this 
Court is the Nixon-Court, and as 
such is VERY conservative, this 
action goes far beyond conserva­
tive, and could result in BIG 
TROUBLE for all of us. Anita

WASHINGTON — The Supreme Court, 
in a busy first day of its fall term, let 
stand on Monday the ruling of a state 
court in Washington that homosexuals 
are immoral and may be fired from 
their jobs.

The court refused to hear the appeal 
of James Gaylord, fired in 1972 when his 
homosexuality was discovered by offi­
cials at the Tacoma high school where 
he had taught for 13 years.

Gaylord contended that his constitu­
tional rights were violated when his 
status as a homosexual was used to 
dismiss him. The Washington Supreme 
Court ruled t h a t  homosexuality is 
immoral and Gaylord could be fired

even though he was accused of no 
homosexual act.

Civil liberties attorneys, who had 
hoped to use the case to have the 
Supreme Court review the rights of 
homosexuals, were outraged by the 
court’s action.

“The case presented the Supreme 
Court with an opportunity to say that 
discrimination against people by govern- 
m e n t because of their status as 
homosexuals is impermissible,” t h e  
American Civil Liberties Union said.

“This Supreme Court maintains its 
record of gross insensitivity to individual 
rights,” the organization said in a state­
ment from its New York headquarters.

and her little friends have had a 
hand in this, too.

In the homosexual case, 
Justices Thurgood Mar­
shall and William J. Bren­
nan Jr., the courts only 
two consistently liberal 
members, voted to hear 
Gaylord's appeal.

They also were the only 
two justices to vote in 
favor of hearing the ap­
peal of a Paramus, N.J., 
schoolteacher, John Gish 
who was disciplined and 
ordered to take a psychi-

atric examination after 
assuming the presidency 
of the New Jersey Gay 
Activist Alliance.

The votes of four jus­
tices are needed to grant 
review.

G a y 1 o r d ’s attorneys 
had argued that he was 
denied h i s constitutional 
rights to privacy, liberty, 
freedom of expression 
a n d  equél protection 
under the law.

Federal laws and past 
court interpretations of 
the Constitution make ille­
gal most forms of dis­
crimination b a s e d  on 
race, religion, sex, age, 
color and nationality. Bu t 
sexual preference h a s  
been given no special 
protection.

THE FRONT RUNNER

THE FRONT RUNNER is a novel about two 
men in love and the athletic world which sur­
rounds them. It ranges from the frustration of 
trying to deny sexual feelings to the exhuberance 
of successful athletic competition, from the 
passion of new love to the contentment of well- 
tempered commitment. Patricia Nell Warren by­
passes the usual stereotypes to offer readers two 
men, tempered hard by athletics but sensitive to 
love. And human enough to bring tears to the 
eyes at the suspenseful end of the story.

Harlan Brown, ex-marine and one-time Olympic 
hopeful, has lost his wife, kids, home and coach­
ing job at Penn State, all because of rumors of his 
homosexuality. After a short stint of hustling to 
make ends meet, he gets a chance to coach at a 
small private school in New York. Unwilling to 
risk this job, he puts his past behind him and re­
mains celibate.

Billy has been expelled from his college track 
team for being a homosexual, when his training 
as an Olympic hopeful is most crutial. He and 
two teammates ask Harlan to let them on his 
team, which he reluctantly agrees to. His biggest 
hesitation, aside from not wanting to be assoc­
iated with homosexuality again, is his strong 
attraction to Billy.

Love filters through the barriers, but not in the 
usual mediocre romantic style. Pressures from 
everyday living, the impending Olympic trials, 
and nosy sports writers ready to scream “queer” 
at the drop of a towel, make their relationship 
seem tumultuous and unbelievable.
FANCY DANCER

FANCY DANCER again reveals two men in love and 
conflict. The Catholic Church, the Indian Culture, and 
small-town life all clash in a story that deals with some of 
the problems that gay people have to face. Father Tom 
loves the church and enjoys his priesthood, but he also 
loves a man. Vidal Stump is a motorcycling half-breed 
who resents being laughed away from his Indian heritage 
by a father who refuses to dignify his homosexuality by 
taking it seriously.

Patricia Nell Warren’s strong characters evolve in this 
novel, reflecting the growth possible in an honest relation­
ship. At last, a gay love story with a happy ending. . .

All their employees are friendly, too, and 
among them is one in particular of whom we are 
quite fond — and most of you know him, too.
I’m speaking of our friend Thomas  Henry  Toad  
alias Tom Greenlee, who for a long time was one 
of the happy people who worked for the Club 
Phoenix. Tom tangos his way around the ice 
cream counters in his best style, and just to see 
him is worth the trip!

Now, just as a bit of friendly advise, you’ve 
just got to go by SCOOP’S and gorge yourself on 
all their goodies. You’ll love the food, and you’ll 
really enjoy David and Dom (and Tom). They 
are all super people and will be really glad to see 
you.
